Leave gates as you found thew.
Yield right of way to those passing
you or going uphill.

On water, respect anglers,
swimmers, skiers, boaters, divers
and those on or near shore.

Plan for
your trip, take recreation skills classes and know how
to operate your equipment safely.
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Avoid Sensitive Areas
