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LEAVE NO TRACE MASTER EDUCATOR COURSE

The first Leave No Trace Master Educator course to be held on Long Island based at Schiff
Scout Reservation, Wading River, NY

Friday, September 18, 2015 (5pm) through Sunday, September 20, 2015 (2pm)
and
Thursday, October 1, 2015 (10am) through Sunday, October 4, 2015 (3pm)

This five-day course (split over two weekends) trains Scouts and Scouters ages 18 and up to serve as Leave No Trace
Master Educators. Master Educators can conduct Leave No Trace Trainer courses (two-day) and awareness workshops
(one-day or shorter).

This invaluable training is recognized and highly regarded throughout the world, especially by the outdoor industry, as
well as government land management agencies. Successful graduates are certified to train others in Leave No Trace
skills and ethics. The Master Educator Course provides participants with a comprehensive training in Leave No Trace
skills and ethics through practical application in a field-based setting. The first weekend is a mix of classroom and
outdoor instruction, introducing the course and schedule, providing in-depth information on the overall Leave No Trace
program, how to conduct training courses, and the science behind the Leave No Trace principles. We are evaluating
plans for different outdoor activities for the three days and nights of the second weekend, including kayaking/canoeing
in local Long Island waterways, and hiking, camping, or backpacking on nearby trails. As part of the registration process,
please indicate your preferences and we will plan a fun experience trying to meet everyone’s needs with a mix of
activities that enhance the learning experience. We will accommodate all reasonable requests for the course, trek and
transportation. Please contact Art if you have questions.

Each course is staffed with a minimum of two highly experienced outdoor Scout volunteers who are Master Educator
instructors. Participants will learn Leave No Trace techniques through skits, discussions, and hands-on activities. To
practice Leave No Trace teaching strategies in a supportive, educational environment, each participant will present a
short session or activity focused on the Leave No Trace principles or related topic.
