Discussion take-aways:

· Build one campsite as a model campsite to solicit comments during the summer camp season

· Model campsite will lead to additional campsites being renovated with the same design

· New campsites will have one designated fire pit area with fixed fire area and a fixed grate system

· The area around the fixed fire pit area and grate can be enclosed with treated 6” x 6” timber filled in with crushed gravel

· Garbage cans for recyclables should be changed to blue containers with recycling triangle symbol on them

· PVC frames made to hold garbage bin and recycling bin.

· Additional garbage bins and recycling bins should be located between activity areas.  Find locations of dropped materials to locate areas for bins

· Remove ECDs (Erosion Control Devices) and replace with stone or cement stairs to prevent erosion and make stairs even.  Hand rails and low level lighting also added.

· The 7 LNT Principles can be re-written to make them campsite specific.  Laminate and hand in each campsite and activity area. (See Camp BSA LNT Poster)

· Add re-written LNT Principles to:  Leader Manual, SPL Manual, Parent Manual, Summer Camp Commissioners Manual

· Have Summer Camp Commissioner show the National Parks 9 minute video to all leaders during one of the available leaders trainings

· Have Summer Camp Commissioners that are LNT Trainers so they can run Awareness sessions

· Make reading and discussing the LNT Campsite Specific Principles part of the Baden Powell or Honor Patrol Award.

· Add a (laminated) wood size vs. activity chart to each campsite (To be provided by discussion participant)

· If possible have a LNT Master Educator run a 16-hour LNT Trainer course during the week for older scouts and leaders

· Promote re-burning and charred wood from the prior week

· Provide a bucket for removal of ashes when the fire pit stars getting full and cannot be burned up.

· Provide LNT Awareness for Camp Staff.  Specifically trail the Nature Staff.

· Work with Camp Director and OA to have campfires with small wood but allow the addition of wood to prevent large charred pieces.  Burn up any large pieces in the next fire.

· Develop packages of materials for invasive plant removal for the Nature Area

· Make sure proper tools and materials are available to remove invasive species
